Update from Ray van Beynen on meeting with MB community Representatives and Police regarding crime in the area.
An initial meeting held with community groups, ratepayers association, police, TCDC (Councilor John Grant) and Whitianga Social Services.
Police updated on local crime issues.  Main cause of most local crime associated with methamphetamine use and supply.
Police believe they are well resourced. Crime statistics increase leads to more resources. 
Police acknowledge crime is heavily under reported. 
Local community groups agreed to investigating local security cameras, setting up mini Neighbourhood Watch groups and reporting all crime events and information. 
MBBA member actions:
Report all crime. Urgent 111, routine 105 or email address on Police website. 
Report all information anonymously if necessary to 0800 Crimestoppers.
Volunteer for Community Patrols.
Use Trespass notices to ban offenders from your premises. Proforma available from local police.
Work with TCDC to install security cameras in and around Whitianga. 
Develop a private social media group with up to date information on local crime issues and potentially share information. 
Further action.
On behalf of MBBA attended WCST quarterly Health Group with representatives from Medical Centre's, Grey Power, Mental Health,  St John's Ambulance. Updated meeting.
Will attend regularly and invited to speak at Grey Power meeting.
WCST will start public information sessions in February on methamphetamine addiction issues. 
Police and WCST Report after major police raids in October demand for services halved.
